History

Writing:

We are working on extending our vocabulary choic-
es through looking at synonyms and antonyms, us-
ing semi colons to join sentences and writing using
a formal voice.
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We are learning about the concept of incarnation
and studying key texts that recount the story of Je-
sus' birth. we will consider the idea of jesus fulfilling
the expectations of the Messiah.
