Foundation Stage Class

This week class 4 explored making music
online using the Devon music hub. In

particular, we were looking at the hip-hop
genre of music and trying to make a beat

in that style. The children explored

would sound like.

We have also been exploring space in
science and learning about all of the
planets.

This week the foundation stage class have
been exploring space. We have our own
space station and we are learning about
our solar system by building a super big

floor puzzle. In our art area we have made
our version of "Starry Night" by Van Gogh.

This week in class 2 we have been
exploring missing number problems and

using our understanding of our part-
part whole models to demonstrate our
understanding and support us to write

our addition and subtraction
calculations for the problem. The

children have also been creating their
own worded problems for others to
solve. We have started learning the

songs for our Christmas performance
and been reading through our scripts.

Information about costumes will be
shared with parents next week!

We have been very busy this week
exploring life in a Roman villa and the
role that Gladiators played in Roman

times. In maths we have been learning
column addition and in literacy we have

been writing character descriptions
based on our text ‘Seen but not Heard’

Today we are beginning to construct our
Roman villas in the style of Antoni Gaudi.

HNTPS History Corner - taken from our Headteacher log
books over the years

16  April 1943th

5 children took advantage of this week’s exemption from school
for potato planting or other seasonal farm work.

11  May 1943th

Rev. C.S. Powell called this a.m. with the chain for the drinking
mug to be attached to water tap in playground.

29  January 1947th

Snowy conditions today - only 5 children in school, lessons as
usual.

30  January 1947th

Still snow covered roads. Only one child present so afternoon
school abandoned.
