This week we are thinking about : 
 Traditional story - Goldilocks / Red Riding Hood
Winter - winter trees
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Physical: 
· We will be making and tasting porridge
· Developing fine motor skills using scissors and cooking tools.
· Establishing a good pencil grip as we practise letter formation.
· In PE we will continue our gym sessions at the Village Hall. Building core strength with a variety of movements and balances. Moving and stopping safely.
 Communication and Language: 
· Show & Tell - my favourite breakfast in winter
· Language - we will develop vocabulary about winter trees - evergreen, deciduous, leaf mould, leaf skeleton)
· In French we will be learning the names of the seasons and weather.
Mathematics
· we will be investigating the composition of numbers to 5

· We will be investigating balance scales, using appropriate vocabulary and language to compare mass and start to use standard units like cubes.
      Literacy
· Phonics – we will develop our previous work on phase 3 with a focus on qu and ch digraphs learning how to spell and write words and captions.
· We will listen to the story of the Goldilocks and act it out.
· We will describe and write about setting of “Red Riding Hood”
· We will complete daily guided reading sessions
· We will hear less familiar traditional stories and stories with a winter theme
Personal, Social and Emotional:
· Circle time: we will discuss what Godilocks did and why.,We will consider what our behaviour is like if we are feeling hungry or tired.
· We will be discussing how we can express our feelings and make rules for sharing our thoughts when we complete JIGSAW activities.
Understanding the World 
· Investigate  leaf skeletons on the Light box,  Look at conifer leaves and discuss differences between leaf skeletons of deciduous trees. 
· We will explore and describe the changes that occur when you make porridge adding liquid to dry ingredients and hearing them.
· We will be talking about garden birds in winter. We will start to observe and identify them.
· Using Purplemash we will be solving winter scene puzzles and will create our own winter scenes on the whiteboard and tablets. 
Expressive Arts and Design
· We will listen to music inspired by winter - Claude Debussey “Snow is falling” and “Winter” by Vivaldi.
· For listen and respond we will hear ABC, the Jackson Five. We will play bell and glockenspiel accompaniment to simple songs, then share and perform. 
· We will be making our own bird feeders to help the birds in winter and help us observe them around the school.
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
