	Reading for Pleasure

	Intent
	Promote a love of reading to imagine, explore, learn and share.
Create a reading culture where children are exposed to a range of high-quality texts in a variety of contexts and have opportunities to browse literature, as well as structured reading activities 
To build preferences in reading and to choose to read 
To recognise authors and styles of reading that individuals enjoy 
Engaging in book discussion in a range of contexts, alongside both adults and peers 
Sharing and recommending a range of books

	Implementation
	All reading contexts below contribute to developing reading for pleasure:
Modelling enjoyment and excitement about reading
Creating Links with parents and carers to support reading at home. 
Creating Links with our local libraries and use of the library van service
Ensuring our stock of books is up-to-date, displayed attractively and meets the interests and needs of our children. 
World Book Day Celebrations
Book Fairs (e.g. Usborne, Scholastic)
Author visits (virtual and face-to-face)
Sponsored Reading challenges (eg Readathon)

	Introducing children to a wider range of authors and contexts e.g. historical and cultural

	Exposing children to challenging and archaic texts, supporting them in accessing modern and older literature written for their age-group.

	Implementation
	Daily exposure to quality books for all children in all classes
Compile and use reading spines of high quality texts from Year 3 and continues into Year 6.

	Intent
	Choosing appropriate texts
Reading for sustained periods of time
Increasing the length and complexity of texts being read
Read shorter novels independently and with understanding
	Reading age appropriate books, including whole novels
Widening the range and challenge of books they read, including texts from a wider literary heritage

	Implementation
	Decodable books as part of The Little Wandle Phonics Programme Books selected by adult in class Books changed daily/weekly according to Little Wandle Phonics group
Pupils encouraged to re-read these books several times Opportunity to take home a library book to share for pleasure in addition to decodable text
	Books selected based on AR range 
Teachers monitor through AR reports
Opportunity to take home a book in addition to AR book
Reading records develop reading comprehension skills

	Intent
	To teach the comprehension and decoding skills required to achieve age related expectations according to the National Curriculum

	4 times a week 40 minute reading lessons with teachers targeting key children as necessary.
3 times per week independent reading time/ chance to complete AR quizzes.

Throughout KS2, pupils use the KS2 VIPER questions within each session
	4 times a week 40 minute reading lessons with teachers targeting key children as necessary.

	Intent
	Exposing children to a high-quality text model in a variety of text types, as models for writing at a higher level than all children could access independently

	Implementation
	Within each teaching sequence: sharing of a model text, providing opportunities to read and respond to the text, exploring text structure, summarising text features.

	Intent
	Listen to and read a wide variety of texts to find out information and develop knowledge across the wider curriculum.
	The skills of information retrieval should be applied in reading textbooks from across the curriculum and in contexts where pupils are genuinely motivated to find out information.

	Implementation
	The Key Texts to Support the Curriculum planner details specific texts which teachers will provide opportunities for the children to either have read to them or to read with a partner or independently.
